PAT0S RETI REMENT

By the time you read this, I will be in the midst of my retirement from Step by Step, (hopefully working in my yard if the weather
cooperates!) When I tried to write my farewell letter to you, dear friend, the words would not come. I tried and tried and finally, in
desperation, turned to some of the books I have used over the years to write the workshops we use. There I found the stories to help
express my feelings. (Anyone who knows me at all well knows that I do not ‘do’ feelings, which might be the problem here!)

To help explain why I am retiring now, I turned to this familiar passage from Ecclesiastes:
There is a time for everything,
and a season for every activity under heaven:
For me, it is a time to plant and uproot, a time to heal, a time to give up (and relax!), and a time for peace.

When I ran across the following, I had to laugh. What has made Step by Step work and what has made it such HARD work, is that
Margy and I are extreme opposites: extrovert/introvert; organized/disorganized; frugal/generous; friendly/isolated. Since I always see
what is wrong and Margy sees what is right, this story fits us to a t.

Right and Wrong

Two women approached Jacob and asked him to decide which of them was wise.

“I know what is right,” said the first woman.

“I know what is wrong,” said the other.

“Good,” said Jacob. “Together you make one wise person.” Adapted from Jacob the Baker: Gentle Wisdom for a Complicated
World.

The next story explains why Step by Step uses stories (parables) to help women look at their own naked, painful, buried truths and
begin the process of discovery and healing.

Naked Truth and Parable
Naked Truth walked down the street one day.
People turned their eyes away.
Parable arrived, draped in decoration.
People greeted Parable with celebration.

Naked Truth sat alone, sad and unattired,

"Why are you so miserable?" Parable inquired.

AMERICORPS MEMBERS RISE
TO THE OCCASION

This past year, Clare Henrie and Kimberly Bunker came in everyday to work, fulltime, doing everything
from driving out to Albion two nights a week, to designing children’s workshops based on the Step by
Step model, to developing programs with the unsentenced ladies at Monroe Correctional Facility (MCF)
—and we didn’t pay them a cent.

Were they crazy?

No, they were AmeriCorps members—that is, fulltime volunteers, selected and trained by Rochester

AmeriCorps, a local branch of the federal agency that provides living stipends to its participants in exchange for 1700 hours of
service in a 50-week span. AmeriCorps workers are placed at nonprofits, schools, courts, and other organizations around the city,
and we were fortunate enough to be the host site for the lovely Clare and Kim.

Clare started her time here in September 2009, working to develop a program for women on the outside that also involved their
children. She facilitated Gift Giving, Let Your Light Shine, The Tree that Survived the Winter, and Choices at both MCF and Al-
bion (sometimes working 13-hour days!), all the while working to clean up our database. Kim’s placement here began in March
2010, coinciding perfectly with our new programming for unsentenced women at MCF. She also developed and wrote our e-
newsletter, The Front Porch, pulling us into the modern world of social media.

Their time as volunteers ended in August 2010, but we still see their smiling faces a good amount as employees of Step by Step.
Kim now facilitates 2 nights a week at Albion, one afternoon with MCF unsentenced, and, along with Jennifer (also an Ameri-
Corps alum), has created and continues to facilitate STRIDE, our weekly program for women on the outside. (And yes, she’s still
the one writing the articles in The Front Porch.) Clare goes into MCF on Monday and Tuesday mornings, facilitating unsentenced
and sentenced groups, respectively; and we are thrilled that in January 2011 she will return to the office to help us plan more
events, including retreats and family activities, for women on the outside.

We are also very fortunate to have our intern from Nazareth College, Natalia Lopuchowycz, our latest AmeriCorps addition, join
us as of November 2010.

We’re so thankful that AmeriCorps has brought us such dedicated, energetic volunteers-turned-employees. Step by Step would not
be where it is today without their help!

A VOLUNTEER HIGHLIGHTS A FEW WORDS FROM JUDY SHEPHERD

“[Through programming I’ve learned] to reach out to other people for help and companionship and not be isolated.

I have been able to reach out in prison ministry. For 2 1/2 years, through our church, I tutored reading and some math at the
NYS School for Boys at Industry until the program was shut down by the state. I have tutored Drug Court members getting
them ready for taking G.E.D. exams through the Catholic Family Center’s Restart program.

I am privileged to be a volunteer for Step by Step. I really support their objectives, programs and the degree of caring shown
by all involved. I really enjoyed being a facilitator at Albion and at Monroe County Facility working with unsentenced
women. Unfortunately health problems (two knee replacements) make it very hard to continue facilitation. However, as I did
between surgeries, I am now volunteering in the office. I also volunteered as a member of the committee that was working on
setting up a day program for women and their children.”
